El nivel federal de pobreza (FPL), o "linea de pobreza", es
una medida econdmica anual de los ingresos
establecida por el Departamento de Salud y Servicios
Humanos (HHS) para determinar si una persona o familia
califica para ciertos beneficios y programas federales.

Los ingresos anuales de la FPL de 2021 son de $26,500
para una familia de cuatro personas.

En el condado de Monterey, el 13.3% de los residentes
obtienen ingresos de o por debaqjo de la FPL.

El Problema

El costo real de vida es mucho mas alto que la FPL,
especialmente en California. Los residentes que viven en
o por debagjo del doble de la FPL todavia no ganan lo
suficiente para las necesidades bdsicas. En el condado
de Monterey, el 36% de los residentes viven en o por
debajo del 200% de FPL y tienen problemas financieros,
pero no califican para muchos beneficios de programas
federales.

Federal Poverty Level

The federal poverty level (FPL), or "poverty line", is annual
economic measure of income set by the Department of
Health and Human Services (HHS) to determine whether
an individual or family qualifies for certain federal benefits
and programs.

2021 FPL Rates
The 2021 FPL annual income is $26,500 for a family of four.
In Monterey County, 13.3% of residents earn income at or
below the FPL.

The Problem

The real cost of living is much higher than the FPL -
especially in California. Residents living at or below twice
the FPL still don't earn enough for basic needs. In
Monterey County, 36% of residents live at or below 200%
of FPL and struggle financially, but do not qualify for
many federal benefit programs.
