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PROBATE CONSERVATORSHIP REFERRAL

CRITERIA:

I. THOROUGHLY COMPLETE PUBLIC GUARDIAN REFERRAL FOR PROBATE CONSERVATORSHIP PACKET:

a. The referral must include information sufficient to demonstrate the Proposed Conservatee is unable to manage his/her financial resources and/or to resist fraud or undue influence.

b. There must be a Physician willing to sign a statement as to item A.

c. The Physician may be required to make a court appearance in contested proceedings.

d. There must be an estate in need of management and/or protection that consists of other than monthly income which could be managed by a non-court appointed representative payee.

e. If family or other interested third party exist a statement explaining why family or others are not appropriate to act as conservator must accompany the referral.

f. The Proposed Conservatee is either in, or will be in, supervised living arrangements.


II. WHO MAKES REFERRAL:
a. Physician/Health Care worker
b. Hospice Administrator or social worker (Ombudsman)
c. Community Service Agencies
d. Any knowledgeable relative or friend who can supply the information needed.
