Most of
this increase was reflected in the vegetable crops area, where demand
and market conditions were favorable.

My thanks to the individuals and firms whose cooperation made this
report possible, and to my staff, under the direction of Agricultural
Inspector Don Rochester who coordinated and compiled this report.
