Proper Preparation and Disposal of 
Pharmaceuticals 

 

DO NOT flush medicines down the drain! 
Contain and dispose of household medicines 

following these recommendations: 
 

1. Take unused or outdated medicines to a 

recognized take-back location.  
2. If option (1) is not possible, medicines may be 

disposed in household trash by mixing 
medications with undesirable materials such as 

kitty litter or coffee grounds. The mixture 
should then be placed into a watertight 

container and placed in the trash. 
 

How to prepare medicines for disposal at 
Take-Back locations: 

1. Remove pills from original containers and place 
in a clear zipper bag. Keep liquids and creams in 

original containers.  

2. If using original containers, remove or black-out 

all personal information to protect identity. 

3. Then take your unused medications including 

liquids or creams to a Take-Back location!  

 

What Do Take-Back Locations Accept? * 
YES! Prescription and over-the-counter drugs, pet 

medications and medicated ointments.   
 

NO! Controlled substances, personal care 

products, sharps, bloody or infectious waste, 
thermometers, hydrogen peroxide, aerosol cans, 

business waste, and radiopharmaceuticals are NOT 
accepted.
