WHEREAS, Norm Braga was a seventy-four year resident of the community of Soledad in the Salinas Valley; he and his brothers, Ernest and Stanley, were raised on the Braga Ranch north of Soledad, which was acquired by the Braga family in 1928; he was educated at Gonzales High School, Hartnell College and received a Bachelor of Science degree from Cal-Poly in “Truck Crops” Crop Science; he was blessed with a wonderful family including his lovely wife, Diane Braga, and four children Rodney Braga, Chris Braga, Justin Borzini, and Audra Vaccarezza; and was beloved by friends and neighbors; and, 
WHEREAS, Norm Braga was an active in farming - growing lettuce, broccoli, cauliflower, baby spinach, and spring mix at various times; through his farming experience, he developed a love of farm equipment, particularly tractors, and specifically John Deere models, which he collected for many years; and,
WHEREAS, Norm Braga constructed the Braga Barn in 2005 to house his collection of tractors as well as the hundreds of other objects of local historical interest that he acquired over his lifetime including a barber shop, dairy equipment, and various memorabilia - all of which embody the inventive spirit of the western farmer and rancher, and their colorful and sometimes arduous lifestyle; and, 
WHEREAS, Norm Braga was sadly taken from us on Sunday, April 18th, in a tragic moment of fate, yet he left behind, for us and for future generations, a testament to his community spirit, the embodiment of our rural heritage in the Braga Barn and its collections.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the County of Monterey, Board of Supervisors, on behalf of the County and all its citizens thereof, adjourned in the memory of Norm Braga on April 20th, 2010, and now commends him for a lifetime of community service; his thoughtfulness in constructing the Braga Barn and preserving his collections; AND, BE IT FUTHER RESOLVED, that the County of Monterey, Board of Supervisors does hereby encourage the Braga Family to be the righteous stewards of the Braga Barn, to safeguard its worthy contents, and to make it available for the community to enjoy whenever possible in memory of Norm Braga.
