Begin gathering information such as: the police
department’s name, phone number, report number,
and the detective’s name and phone number.

Legal name, date of birth, and social security
number of the deceased victim. (Please note that a
social security number is NOT always required to
determine eligibility for services)

ELIGIBILITY FOR THE
CALIFORNIA STATE VICTIM

COMPENSATION PROGRAM:

A victim who is injured as a result of a qualifying
crime (a "direct victim")

Anyone who pays for the medical and/or funeral/
burial expenses of a deceased victim

A person who is not directly injured or killed as a
result of a crime (a "derivative victim") but who, at
the time of the crime, was a resident of California

If the applicant is the parent, sibling, spouse, or
child of the victim

If the applicant is living with the victim at the time
of the crime

If the applicant has lived with the victim for at least
two years in a relationship similar to a parent,
sibling, spouse, or child of the victim

If the applicant is another family member of the
victim, including the victim's fiancé, and witnessed
the crime

If the applicant is the primary caretaker of a minor
victim but was not the primary caretaker at the
time of the crime

Persons who commit the crime

Persons who participated in or were involved in
the events leading to the crime (sometimes eligible
for limited assistance or a "Partial Award")

Persons who do not cooperate with law
enforcement in the investigation of the crime and/
or prosecution of any known suspects

ELEGIBILIDAD PARA
VICTIMAS Y EL PROGRAMA DE

Una victima que se lesiona como resultado de un
crimen (una "victima directa")

Cualquier persona que paga por los gastos
médicos y / o funeral / entierro de una victima
fallecida

Una persona que no esta directamente herido o
muerto como resultado de un crimen (una
"victima derivado"), pero que, en el momento
del crimen, era un residente de California
